Gender, water and agriculture
A wide range of issues will be considered on gender: 

· Situation & Trends: the feminisation of agriculture; reduced access to land, credit and technical inputs; male migration; reduced productivity of agriculture; and changes in livelihood strategies, including consequences of strategies adopted to reduce, mitigate and cope with risks.  

· Challenges in gender and water, including: recognising gender-differentiated roles in water and agriculture, and how to make supportive designs and policies; gaining a better understanding of issues, especially at larger scales beyond households, and ensuring that gender is considered when making strategies, policies and designs. 

· Response options and opportunities, including policies and institutions for gender and water, capacity building and empowerment.
