0 "More than one-fourth of all the water we use worldwide is taken to grow over one billion tons of food
that nobody eats. That water, together with the billions of dollars spent to grow, ship, package and
purchase the food, is sent down the drain." said Mr. Torgny Holmgren, Executive Director of the
Stockholm International Water Institute (SIWI), the organiser of the World Water Week in Stockholm.

"Reducing the waste of food is the smartest and most direct route to relieve pressure on water and land

Industry Water Award, which will be presented this year to PepsiCo for their efforts to reduce water consumption in
their operations and to help solve water challenges on a broad scale.
