Integrated approach needed for victims of climate disasters

An integrated development approach is needed for reducing poverty, creating employment and developing resilience of the

coastal people who are often affected by man- made climate disasters, experts told a workshop, reports BSS.

They highlighted the  challenges  of  development  in  the southwest  Ganges basin  and emphasised the need for  integrated

development approach to cope with the impact of climate change.

The  two-  day  workshop  titled  ‘Ganges  Basin  Development  Challenge  for  Increasing  the  Resilience  of  Agricultural  and

Aquaculture Systems in the Coastal Areas of the Ganges Delta’ concluded on Tuesday.
